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In 2010 we worked together and
reached over 2,000 people.
By connecting people in seven 
countries over four continents to 
affect change in Africa, weÕve 
achieved what others thought we 
never would: weÕve helped create 
change.

WeÕve managed to provide a 
desk for a small second-grade girl 
in Madagascar so that she can 
learn about lemurs and 
chameleons and hopefully wonÕt 
drop out of  school before her 
tenth birthday.

WeÕve thrown packs of  school 
supplies on top of  rusting vehicles 
and visited the rural village of  
Mahamasina; the headmaster of  
the school crying as she held a 
new soccer ball and looked upon 

the gifts of  several hundred 
notebooks. 

WeÕve given custom-built 
shelves to a tiny clinic in the 
highlands of  Moka, and now the 
nurse no longer has to worry 
about rats and mold attacking 
vital medicines.

WeÕve shipped almost a half  
ton of  school supplies to 
Equatorial Guinea. All of  it 
donated. All of  it from you, our 
supporters. Unbelievably, we were 
able to send $2,881.00 of  school 
supplies to West Africa at the cost 
of  just $61.00. 

But our Þght is far from over. 
Our clinic in Moka is shabby at 
best and the nurse Þghts against 

natureÕs encroachment to ensure 
sanitation. 

Our sponsored urban school 
buildings in Madagascar should 
be condemned. But theyÕre not, 
and until the school shuts down, 
or the students stop showing up 
every day to learn, we will keep 
Þghting for better conditions. 

In 2011 The Ladybug Project 
Inc. is pushing for needed 
expansion of  our project sites, 
infrastructure, and our relentless 
pursuit of  fair education and 
healthcare across the world.
